Your child can begin school in August 2024 if they reach the age of 5 years between 1st March 2024 and 28th February 2025.





If your child is still age 4 years on the first day of the school term in August you now have the legal right to defer their entry to primary school for one year. All children who defer will automatically be entitled to an additional year of funded early learning and childcare.





Online registration via Glasgow City Council website (Schools and Learning) will open in early November. We will confirm the exact date once we have received this information from headquarters, please keep an eye on the noticeboard.
